Peniel Baptist Academy is a

Program (VPK) which offers 
tuition and book scholarships 
to eligible 4-year-old students.  
If your child will be turning four 
by September 1st and you are 
a Florida resident, your child 
qualifies for this free tuition 

assistance. The VPK program 
pays for a half-day academic 
program (8:00 a.m.-12:00 p.

m.).  Parents who need 
additional daycare, which 

includes morning and 
afternoon care (7:00-7:45 a.

m./12:00-6:00 p.m.), will pay a 
small monthly fee.  This

FLORIDA TAX CREDIT SCHOLARSHIPS OFFERED FOR K-12th 
GRADE STUDENTS AT PBA!! 

 
Peniel Baptist Academy is a participant in the Florida Tax Credit Scholarship Program 
(FTCS) which offers scholarships for tuition, book and other eligible school fees to low-

income families of K-12th grade students.  The FTCS program pays for a full day's 
academic program and book fees up to $3,950.  Parents are responsible for all tuition, 
fees and/or expenses that exceed this amount.  PBA will continue to teach students 

using the Bible-based, Christ-centered ABEKA curriculum.   
 
 RENEWAL STUDENTS:  Application for renewal scholarship will be available 

online for the 2010-2011 school year on Monday, March 8th.  Scholarship will be 
reserved for all renewal families that continue to meet the eligibility requirements 
and who applications are submitted before July 1st.  Go online to www.
stepupforstudents.org and click on “Get A Scholarship Now” to complete the 
online SmartAp.     

   
 NEW STUDENTS:  Participation in the FTCS program is not automatic.   Step 

Up for Students manages the FTCS program for Putnam County.  To be eligible 
your child must meet the following criteria: 

1. Be a Kindergartener or First Grader, or 
2. If you have any children going into 2nd grade-12th grade in August 2010, at least 

one of those children must have attended a Florida public school since October 1, 
2009 through March 9, 2010, and  

3. Your total family income in relation to the size of your household must be at or 
below the total gross monthly household income as set by Step Up for Students (go 
to www.stepupforstudents.org for the income chart). 

4. Go online to www.stepupforstudents.org and click on “Get a Scholarship Now” to 
complete the online SmartAp.  Parents are responsible for the application fee.
